1. Place the fan onto a clean, protected surface that
can support the weight of the fan. Ensure the fan
is placed at a distance that does not overextend
the cord or place tension on the plug.

2. Position the fan to extract or ventilate air:

a. Extraction: Direct the air flow away from the
targeted room or workspace.

b. Ventilation: Direct the air flow toward the
targeted room or workspace.

3. Plug the fan into a grounded 120V / 60 Hz outlet.
4. Test GFCI (Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter) before

each use.

a. Press the RESET button. Indicator should
turn red.

b. Press the TEST button. Indicator should
turn off.

c. Press the RESET button again before
attempting to use.

d. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO USE IF GFCI TEST
FAILS. Call customer service for assistance.

5. Adjust to the desired speed with the toggle

switch:
0- OFF
1-Low
2 — High

6. Turn the fan to OFF before unplugging from the
electrical outlet.

STORAGE

Store the Blower Fan in an upright position and in a
clean, dry area. DO NOT store near flammable items or
open flames.
